
Blog commenting, Competitor or Niche compatible

Blog commenting is one of the most misunderstood and underutilized methods of back linking and free 
traffic generation available in the internet marketer's toolbox today. You can  build thousands of back 
links in a year, by spending ten or twenty minutes each morning engaged in this exercise.You can find 
blogs on which to comment fairly easily. Just go to Google.com search, and click on the more tab, and 
select the Blogs search category and Google will generate a list of posts several hundred thousand 
entries long. You can then return to the top of the page and search blogs to drill down to a category that 
is relevant toyour niche. I did a search for make money blogs today, and Google returned a list of 
72,476,162, posts for those keywords. You can be asspecific or as general as you like, as your mission 
is to find blogs inyour category which you can make comments on.

                                                            
Okay, now that you have found a 
number of blog posts that are relevantt 
o your category, you need to sort them 

out, I like to sort by date so that I can work on sites that are 
newer. The Blog tab on Google is in nearly real time, so you 
can actually get information that is right up to the minute 
accurate. You may wish to drill a bit deeper in your search by 
using a longer tail keyword, in the above example you may 
for the sake of simplicity, search make money review. You can 
drill even further with a term like make money with 
amazon.com review. That will take you to a more specific 
category in Google and make it a bit easier for you to sort 
through posts to comment on.

Once you have created a list that you like based on a search term that yields blogs relevant to your 
topic, you can simplify the task for daily repetition by clicking on the tab on the lower left of the 
Google search labeled blog alerts, and create an alert to have the search results delivered to your email 
box once a day, and you will have a list of all the sites that mention the search terms which you 
have selected that day. You can vary your search keywords, for an infinite number of search options 
and set up blog alerts for each search variant that you want to take a look at.

So spending a little time finding blogs with open comments can be a very efficient manner to build 
back links. I run several blogs, and throw away more comments than I keep by a large majority, 
because people misuse this method, either just spamming their links into the comment box, or posting 
comments that are totally unrelated to the topic. You don't need to write a long or detailed comment, 
just be sure that it relates to the blog post, to increase your chances of having it approved.

If you will force yourself to be disciplined in this endeavor, spending ten or twenty minutes a day on 
the process, you can generate 8 or 10 links a day, or up to 300 links per month, just while you are 
gettingready for your work day.
